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Thoughts from a retired Vicar

‘Called’

It can be easy to accept that priests must have been called by God. At
Petertide, at the end of this month, men and women will be ordained in our
diocese and elsewhere throughout Britain. My own ordination was a major
event in both mine and Melva’s (my wife) lives fifty years ago, and we shall be
commemorating this major event in our lives with a service in St Goran on
Sunday 28th June at 11.00 o’clock.

Events like this can prompt thoughts about where your own life may be going
and also remember those who played an important part in your life. In my
early teenage years a friend asked me to be part of a team to help run a
service for children in our parish church, which is where I met Melva. Then
later on, a priest pointed out that God seemed be calling me to the church’s
ministry. There was a lot of praying by friends, family and church.

Jesus often prayed for his disciples, asking God to be with them during what
would be very a difficult time. He had called them and was about to depend
on them for the future of his church.

We all live within a call from God on our lives. God has a purpose for his
world and has chosen to do this through those who believe in Him through
his Son. It is not always possible to understand what the future may be or
where God’s call may take you, especially in changing and confusing days
like these.

As you look back over your own life it is good to remember and thank God for
those people and times when you were drawn to God, recognising his
presence, and learning something new about him. It may have been teachers,
friends, family members, public figures, or even a member of the clergy, who
have said or done something that has drawn you to understand life and
yourself afresh in some way. It is important to remember those moments of
peace, joy and insight that have touched, helped and encouraged you to
grow and change. They were also occasions when you caught a glimpse of
God’s presence, of who you are and what you could be.

It is just not possible to remain with those experiences and memories
because today is different from the past. It is important to allow yourself to be
’sent out’, as Jesus did with his disciples and be his people working for
others in the world.

Acknowledging you are called can be very daunting, but do remember - the
Lord Jesus walks with you, calling us all new life each day.
