The news that there are now 110 million displaced people worldwide is an unwelcome record that should also serve as a call to action. 75 years ago, after the Second World War, the world made a promise: people forced to flee have the right to seek safety & protection. So, World Refugee Day was established - an international day designated by the United Nations to honour refugees around the globe.  It falls each year on 20 June and honours the strength and courage of people who have been forced to flee their home country to escape conflict or persecution, shining a light on their rights, needs and dreams.
