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RAF Lichfield Memorial Lightbox
Stephen's Church, Fradley13th June 2026

On Saturday 13 June, St Stephen's Church, Fradley, hosted a Service of Dedication for the
new RAF Lichfield Memorial Lightbox. The service was organised by Fradiey Heritage
Group, led by Bishop Michael of Lichfield, and officiated by Revd Jonathan Nicholas. It
brought together members of the church and wider community to honour and remenmber all
those who served at RAF Lichfield, and especially those who gave their ives i service.
Afterwards, a wreath-laying service was held at the RAF Lichfield War Memorial, also led by
The Memorial Lightbox was commissioned by Fradley Heritage Group, with the glass.
designed and created by Wendy Sellers and the cabinet made by Jon Lockley, both of whom
attended the service. Their work has created a lasting and beautful focus for remembrance
atthe heart of the community.

RAF Lichfield played an important part in the life of this area during and after the Second
‘World War. Opened in 1840, it was home to No. 27 Operational Training Unit and No. 51
Maintenance Unit. It was an important base for providing operational training to bomber
crews, many of whom were Australian. The Memorial Lightbox stands as a tribute to all who
served at RAF Lichfield, including the 242 service personnel who lost their ives during World
‘War Two, and helps preserve the memory of those whose service secured the gits of peace
and freedom we continue to cherish.

“The new lightbox offers a further focus for remembrance at St Stephen's, helping present
and future generations to see, learn and reflect on the story of RAF Lichfeld. In a place.
‘where worship, community life and local memory meet, the dedication was a fitting moment
of gratitude: for courage, for sacrifice, and for the continuing responsibilty to keep.
remembrance alive.

We give thanks for all who made the memoriallightbox possible, and for those who gathered
to markits dedication. May it stand as a quiet sign of remembrance and hope, reminding us
that peace is both a gift received and a calling to be lived.
