On Sunday 28th June, we are
inviting as many people as
possible to join us for a Parish
Prayer and Pick Walk. The idea
is simple: as we walk around
our parish, we will pray for
the people, places and organi-
sations that make up our com-
munity, while also helping to
care for our neighbourhood by
collecting litter along the way.
There will be planned prayer
stops at a number of key loca-
tions, including Middleforth
School, Penwortham Library
and Penwortham Grange, as we
give thanks for the work that
takes place there and pray for
all who use and serve those fa-
cilities. There will also be oppor-
tunities for impromptu pauses
along the route whenever we
feel drawn to pray for a particu-

lar place or need.

The walk will be approximate-
ly 1.7 miles in length, following
pavements and designated path-
ways, making it accessible for
most people. Whether you are a
seasoned walker or simply enjoy
a gentle stroll, we'd love you to
joinus.

This is a wonderful opportu-
nity to see our parish through
fresh eyes, to pray for our com-
munity, and to demonstrate our
care for the place we call home.

The walk will conclude back
at St Leonard’s, where coffee,
tea and (hopefully!) cakes will
be waiting for us. So, grab a lit-
ter picker if you have one, put
on some comfortable shoes, and
come and join us as we seek
to bless Penwortham both in
prayer and in action.
