St Alban (3rd century)
St Alban was the first British martyr in the mid-3rd
century). He was a Roman soldier who lived in
Verulamium (now St Albans) and sheltered a
fleeing Christian during a persecution. He was
converted, and was executed.
All we know about Alban is all we need to
know: that he was faced unexpectedly with a
simple, straightforward decision, and he made
the right choice. His entire life and character
that were summed up in that single split-
second decision.

Readings
First Reading Jeremiah 28:5-9
Jeremiah addresses the false prophet Hananiah,
warning that prophecies of peace will come to pass
only when the Lord has sent a real prophet.
Second Reading Romans 6:12-end
Paul urges his listeners not to succumb to sinful
ways, since they are not under law but under
grace. Former slaves to sin have become slaves of
righteousness, and God’s free gift is eternal life in
Christ.
Gospel Matthew 10:40-end
Jesus explains that anyone who welcomes one of
his disciples receives Jesus himself and, by
extension, his heavenly Father. Even the smallest
gesture of kindness will be rewarded.

Second Reading Romans 12:14-21

curse them. Rejoice with those who rejoice, weep
with those who weep. Live in harmony with one
another; do not be haughty, but associate with the
lowly; do not claim to be wiser than you are. Do not
repay anyone evil for evil, but take thought for what
is noble in the sight of all. If it is possible, so far as
it depends on you, live peaceably with all. Beloved,
never avenge yourselves, but leave room for the
wrath of God; for it is written, ‘Vengeance is mine, |
will repay, says the Lord.” No, ‘if your enemies are
hungry, feed them; if they are thirsty, give them
something to drink; for by doing this you will heap
burning coals on their heads.” Do not be overcome
by evil, but overcome evil with good.

We pray
especially those we know, for their families and
carers, and for all who are in need of our prayers.
We give thanks for those who have gone before
us, carrying the stories of the faith down the
centuries. May those who have recently died find
their place with them in the presence of Christ;
