Thank you for being in touch with us about planning to hold your wedding here. As a church family we are delighted to be sharing in this special time with you. Choosing to marry in church underlines and makes your commitment to one another all the stronger. BANNS
The reading of the Banns for your wedding is a part of the legal process that the Church of England works within. This means that your wedding is announced in a church service here, for three Sundays in the three months before your wedding day. Please do come along to hear them being read.
You will also need to arrange for the Banns to be read at the Parish Church where you are resident (3 months before the wedding and for 3 Sundays). After they have been read, a certificate will be issued by the priest, which we need to receive from you before your wedding date.

Please note, it is your responsibility to get the Banns completed in your home parish.

MUSIC
There are all sorts of musical options to think about as you plan your big day. If you would like an organist, please could you contact Alistair Eden (our regular organist here), and talk through the arrangements with him.
