St George’s School and St Mark’s School: A letter has gone to 
all  parents  at  St  George’s  School  in  Langton and St  Mark’s  School 
explaining  that  numbers  at  both  schools  are  very  low  and  giving 
information about a Consultation on merging the 2 schools. The Multi-
Academy Trust which runs both schools (Coastal Learning Partnership) 
has a preferred option of merging the 2 schools on the St Mark’s site, 
with  a  new school  called  St  George’s  &  St  Mark’s  from September 
2027. Other options are to merge the 2 schools on St George’s site or 
have Infants on 1 site and Juniors on the other. Anyone can respond to 
the Consultation which runs from 2nd June to 10th July.
