Dear Friends

As we move through July and August, let us reflect on the powerful words
from Psalm 46:10: “Be still, and know that | am God.” In a world rushing by,
filled with noise and constant demands, these words invite us to pause
and centre ourselves on God’s presence. Stillness is rarely easy; the bustle
of work, family worries, and the unending stream of news often leave little
room for quiet. Yet, it is in those moments of quiet that God whispers to
our hearts. By allowing ourselves to be still, we make space for God’s
reassurance, comfort, and guidance.

To “Be still” is more than an instruction; it is a call to trust and surrender.
We are invited to let go of our need to control every outcome, placing our
fears and plans in His hands. This act of stillness is an expression of faith,
a recognition that God is present and active, even when we do not see or
understand His ways. The psalm reminds us that knowing Him goes
beyond head knowledge or doctrine; in stillness, we discover His unfailing
love, His strength in our weakness, and His peace in life’s storms. We
remember His sovereignty, and that nothing can separate us from His care.

In stillness, our burdens seem smaller. We realise we are not alone, and
our lives have meaning anchored in Him. Let us accept the psalmist’s
invitation, whether in prayer, or in nature, to have a quiet awareness
trusting that God is working, loving, and leading us forward. May our prayer
be that over these next two months we may all come to know, more
deeply, that He is indeed our God and to pray for all taking time to rest and
be refreshed. We also pray for all who will be receiving exam results during
these months which will shape their decisions for the future. Amen
