Eco Pause for thought

We think this week about food storage, where one of the most ubiquitous forms of single use plastic 
is Clingfilm (various brands are available).
• If storing food in the fridge, rather than using film, put the food in a lidded box, or simply cover 

the bowl with a plate. 
• If storing in the freezer, wash and re-use the plastic bags which so often come with bread and 

use these to wrap the food.
• If wanting to cover food which has been put out  in advance on the table, simply use a tea-towel

When in the supermarket or a café, try to avoid goods which come wrapped in clingfilm; tell the staff 
why you are rejecting these.
