How do I arrange the wedding?
Come to the parish office which is inside the church building and entered by the back door up the short flight of stairs by the hall. 

We are open almost every Thursday between 6-7pm to take bookings and answer questions.

Who can get married?

You are welcome to have a Church of England wedding, regardless of your beliefs. Spiritual beliefs are complex and varied. This need not be a barrier to a church wedding. 

You do not need to be baptised (Christened).
One or both of us is divorced – can we still marry?

The Church of England agreed in 2002 that divorced people could remarry in church under certain circumstances. We believe that marriage is for life, but also recognise that some marriages do end.

Speak to the Rector about your situation. He will want to talk to you frankly about your past and your hopes for the future and will let you know whether we can remarry you. 

If it is not possible to do your wedding, we may be able offer you a service of prayer and dedication after a civil ceremony. 

Where can I get married?

Provided there are no other complicating circumstances, couples can choose to get married in: 
· their local parish 

· the parish where they were baptised and/or confirmed 

· a parish they have lived in for 6 months or more, at any time during their lives 

· a parish they have attended worship in for at least 6 months 

· the parish their parents lived or worshipped in (during the child's lifetime) 

· the parish their parents or grandparents were married in. 

You can check which parish you live in online using the website www.achurchnearyou.com and entering your postcode.
What will it cost us?

calling your bannsThe new basic legal fee is £474 in 2018. This would include the cost of the Rector taking the service, the church, , the marriage certificate, lighting, heat and all administration. It will go up a little each year. 
The fee doesn't include extras you may choose or decline. These are things like having a verger (who gives out books and makes sure the building is open in good time, points out the toilets), having an organist, or flowers. You do not have to have any of these, but if you choose them they will cost extra. The costs for each will be the church's local rate. St Peter’s aims to be very fair with the organist for example being £60 and the Verger £25. We have not yet charged for heating the church even in winter!

You can talk to the Rector early on about what the total cost of your wedding is likely to be. 
Can the wedding be personal? 

Legally, no part of the wedding vows can be changed. However, some couples have created poems, prayers or songs dedicated to their partner as an expression of their devotion and included them at some point in the service.
But we encourage you to make the wedding as personal as possible – that can mean real freedom about the music you want; contributions from friends with readings; the layout of the building, etc.
