A service will premiere on the Church of England website, Facebook and YouTube channels at 9am 
while viewers of BBC One will be able to tune in to a live Eucharist from Canterbury at 10am. 

Easter Sunday will also feature a special service of the Word across 39 BBC local radio stations at 8am 
followed by a live Eucharistic service on BBC Radio 4 from Canterbury at 8.10am ς both led by the 
Archbishop. BBC Radio 3 will then come live from Manchester Cathedral for a Festal Choral Evensong at 
3pm.

Keir Starmer and Liberal Democrat leader Sir Ed Davey who have each recorded a video 
message for those attending, outlining their personal message to Christians in the UK, and will air 
as part of the interactive online festival on Easter Monday. 

The Prime Minister concluded, ñWhile this has not been the Easter any of us would have liked, and 
Spring Harvest is obviously not happening in its usual bustling way, weôre getting there, and weôre 
getting there because of people like you.ò

Connecting with the Easter story  

This year, as we journey through Holy Week, our shared experience of dark days, trials, isolation 

and death, draw us even more closely into the story of Christôs Passion.

As we light the Easter candle and ring the bells this year, flooding the 

cathedral with flowers and Alleluias, may we all know and encounter the blessing and gift of 

Christôs victory over darkness and death. 

This year, as we connect so powerfully with the Easter story, may we all experience an outpouring 

of joy and rise with Christ on the wings of love.

The only further significant changes that are anticipated are the reintroduction of Choral Evensong at 5 

30pm on Saturdays at some point during the coming term, and the resumption of Choral Mattins on 

Sundays once we have re-established the choristers and started to make good the loss of skill and 

repertoire that has taken place of the past year or so.  (Likewise, Evensong on Mondays will be reinstated 

once the choristers have regained sufficient strength and repertoire that rehearsal time can be reduced).
