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A few years ago, as part of its advertising campaign, a major supermarket arranged 
a survey about people’s knowledge of Easter.  According to the survey, one in six 
16 to 24 year-olds knew nothing about Good Friday.  That’s about 17%.  Easter was 
better understood, but still 10% of respondents were clueless about it being a 
celebration of the resurrection of Jesus from the dead.  
 

Rather ironically, the author of the press release about the survey wrote that the tradition of giving 
Easter Eggs was to celebrate the “birth of Jesus.”  Yes, you read that correctly – the birth.  But that 
was not the end of the story.  When the error was pointed out, she issued a hurried replacement, 
highlighting the change she had made – a change which suggested that Easter was about the “rebirth 
of Jesus.”  Following a conversation with the Church of England’s press office, a third – correct – 
version of the press release was published, identifying Easter as celebrating the resurrection of 
Jesus. 
 

But should we be surprised at people’s ignorance about the Christian faith?  There are plenty of 
things about 21st century life that I don’t know.  An expert on politics would soon find serious gaps 
in my knowledge of their field.  Sports pundits would pull faces at my level of ignorance about the 
Premier League or the latest Ashes Test series.  I know enough about Facebook to get by, but I’ve 
never really understood Instagram, and TikTok is a complete mystery to me.  The kind of stuff I know 
about church, other people know about their hobbies.  So what’s the big deal?  Why should people 
know about Easter? 
 

Well for a start, the Christian faith is not a hobby or pastime.  To say it is, is to 
make a category error.  The Christian faith is what has given us most of the 
values that we treasure in our society today – values like freedom, equality and 
kindness.  Let’s face it, we base our whole calendar around Jesus’ birth – 2026 
years ago – and we do this because of what happened that first Easter day.  If 
Jesus had not been raised, his disciples would have gone back to their fishing 
boats and the movement he had started would have folded in days.  Indeed, the 
Gospels tell us honestly how close to collapse it was, with the disciples skulking 

behind locked doors for fear of being arrested.  But he was raised, and this remarkable reality 
changed their world.  And it changed ours. 
 

So perhaps we should all take better note of the 
event that, more than anything else, has shaped the 
world we inhabit.  Let’s remember (or learn) why the 
day Jesus was executed is called Good Friday, and 
amidst the chaos of the world we see on our news, 
consider afresh the Christian hope that Jesus has 
defeated death and offers eternal life to all.

Further to the recent EGM, we wanted to 
provide you with an update on the next 
steps. 
 

We have now received a new revised quote 
from a builder, which totals £560,000. To 
make the project more manageable, the 
work will be split into phases. Phase 1 will cover the 
foundations up to Damp Proof Course (DPC) and is 
estimated to cost up to £100,000 of which we have 
currently raised £65,000. 
 

Over the coming weeks, we will be carrying out house-
to-house visits to speak with residents. The aim is to 
answer any questions you may have, hear your opinions 
and views, and also ask for any help or support 
residents may be able to offer. 
 

Each visit will only take around five minutes, and we 
hope to complete these within the next 4–6 weeks. The 
committee members will also talk to you about 
fundraising options and would appreciate your ideas. 
 

We have also been exploring additional ways to raise 
funds. We have been working with Utility Warehouse, 
where if residents ask them to review their current 
electricity, mobile and broadband providers, they will 
try to find better deals. If the deals are cheaper and you 
choose to switch, the village hall receives some money 
from the referral. A win-win – you could reduce your 
household bills and the hall receives additional funds.

Waterford Nature Notes 
 

News from Somerset that the first frogspawn appeared in my correspondent’s garden on 3rd February, as I 
write on 10th March, we have still not seen any sign of frogs. 
 
As Spring approached, we had a few warm days, the first of these was 24th February, a day on which I saw the 
first butterflies of the year, a Red Admiral on Cherry Blossom in Timber Orchard, a Large White in the churchyard 
and a Brimstone flying through.   

 
24th February was also the day on which I saw the first Lesser Celandine 
(Ranunculus ficaria) in flower, those lovely, low-growing bright yellow 
flowers, within a week or so, they were profuse.  Wild flower identification 
books often categorize plants by the number of petals on the flowers, Lesser 
Celandines are one of the comparatively few plants that have varying 
numbers of petals, anything between 8 and 12. 
 

I was researching some of the history of our church in the Hertfordshire Archives and came across a document 
from the 1920’s, a list of exhortations from the Diocesan Advisory Committee (DAC) entitled, ‘Care of Churches’. 
One item reminded me of the scene in an episode of The Vicar of Dibley when a tree smashes through a stained 
glass window. The window is replaced by clear glass and one of the characters, upon seeing it says, “I always 
thought that was the best view in the village.” This exhortation was: “Don’t assume that an angular Saint, in an 
impossible robe is more beautiful than the sky and the sunshine and the leaves on the trees.”. Another that 
amused me was: “Don’t disfigure the walls with ugly memorial tablets, inscribed with ugly lettering; and if you 
must do these bad things, Don’t proclaim that you are doing them to the Glory of God.“  Their punctuation, not 
mine. 
 
I read on the BBC News website that Waitrose will no longer sell Mackerel of 
Mackerel products once their current stocks of tinned and processed 
Mackerel run out.  Waitrose’s research has led them to this decision because 
of the over-fishing of the species.  Government and other bodies are discussing 
the problem, considering various options, including quotas and there has been some criticism of Waitrose’s 
unilateral decision but consider this, in 2024 the U.K. alone took 230,000 tonnes of Mackerel, clearly 
unsustainable when considering that other European countries, North America, Scandinavia, Greenland, Iceland 
are also taking these fish.  Whether quota systems work is, in any case, questionable.  One question is about 
‘by-fishing’, the catching of protected species when fishing for another.  Quotas only apply to landing fish so, if 
a boat is fishing for one species but catches Mackerel in the process, that boat cannot land the Mackerel but 
has to return them to the sea, by which time they are usually dead anyway.  
 
Is Fish-farming an alternative?  There have been many studies and the debate continues.  When we were in 
Tasmania last year, there was a large body of interest against farmed Salmon.  There are problems with farming 
Salmon, such as disease because of the conditions in which the fish are kept, over-use of pesticides and 
antibiotics, high concentrations of pollution through excess fish waste, escapes into the wild population and 
several others.  On the other side of the debate is the value to poorer countries of farmed fish because of the 
availability of a source of cheap protein, economic advantages, the workforce required and the reduced impact 
on wild stocks.  Meanwhile, consider buying only MSC (Marine Stewardship Council) certified fish.  The World 
Wildlife Fund for Nature (WWF) is one body that is investigating and promoting better ways to farm fish. 
 
We manage the churchyard for Nature, which requires some management, please remember to come along to 
our Spring Working Party on Saturday 4th April at 10.00 a.m. - tea and cake supplied.
