LITURGY OF THE WORD

THE FIRST READING
ISAIAH 40.12-17, 27-END

WHO HAS MEASURED the waters
in the hollow of his hand and
marked off the heavens with a span,
enclosed the dust of the earth in a
measure, and weighed the mountains
in scales and the hills in a balance?

Who has directed the spirit of the
Lord, or as his counsellor has instructed
him? Whom did he consult for his
enlightenment, and who taught him
the path of justice? Who taught him
knowledge, and showed him the way
of understanding? Even the nations
are like a drop from a bucket, and are
accounted as dust on the scales; see, he
takes up the isles like fine dust.

Lebanon would not provide fuel
enough, nor are its animals enough for
a burnt-offering. All the nations are as
nothing before him; they are accounted
by him as less than nothing and
emptiness.

Why do you say, O Jacob, and speak,
O Israel, ‘My way is hidden from the

Lord , and my right is disregarded by my
God’? Have you not known? Have you
not heard? The Lord is the everlasting
God, the Creator of the ends of the
earth. He does not faint or grow weary;
his understanding is unsearchable.

He gives power to the faint, and
strengthens the powerless. Even youths
will faint and be weary, and the young
will fall exhausted; but those who wait
for the Lord shall renew their strength,
they shall mount up with wings like
eagles, they shall run and not be weary,
they shall walk and not faint.

This is the word of the Lord.

THE SERMON

THE CREED

We believe in the Holy Spirit,
the Lord, the giver of life, who
proceeds from the Father and
the Son, who with the Father
and the Son is worshipped
and glorified, who has spoken
through the prophets.

We believe in one holy catholic
and apostolic Church. We
acknowledge one baptism for
the forgiveness of sins. We look
for the resurrection of the dead,
and the life of the world to
come. Amen.

As we eat and drink these holy
things in your presence, form us in
the likeness of Christ, and build us
into a living temple to your glory.
Remember, Lord, your Church

in every land. Reveal her unity,
guard her faith, and preserve her
in peace. Bring us at the last with
Leonard and all the saints to the
vision of that eternal splendour
for which you have created us;
