Welcome to the month of July             
Welcome all residents and visitors to the season of summer, sun and sea!
I know it sounds cheesy, but I can’t resist the sizzle of a little bit of alliteration. There’s plenty going on around Brixham Mission Community for everyone. 
At the Trawler Event on 20 June I was aware how every trawler depends on the teamwork of fishermen together, doing dangerous work in difficult and challenging conditions. Listening to the live music, I was struck by Maggie Duffy’s beautiful rendition of Sting’s How fragile we are: 
On and on, the rain will fall
Like tears from a star, like tears from a star
On and on, the rain will say
How fragile we are, how fragile we are
How fragile we are, how fragile we are.
We live in a world of meritocracy when what we have and achieve seems to count for more than who we are. Have you ever wondered why humankind seems to find it so hard to admit individual or community fragility? Sting’s song was written in the 1980’s as a social comment that acts of violence achieve nothing while humanity stubbornly refuses to acknowledge vulnerability. Perhaps that also resonates for you in today’s world where conflict continues and peace is fragile. I had the privilege last week of listening to Archbishop Hosam Naoum, the Archbishop of the Province of Jerusalem and the Gulf States. Fragility, vulnerability and conflict are constant in his context. He owns his vulnerability with courage, speaks into the vulnerability of the people around him and urges all people of all faiths and none to hold on the sure and certain hope of God with us all. Here’s a soundbite from Archbishop Hosam for you to think about:
Going by yourself you can go fast,
but going with your community you can go far.
We all need one another. ‘How fragile we are’ but, like the trawler teams, we can be so much stronger if we recognise and uphold our need for one another. Be brave in your vulnerability and keep firm in your hope.

Booted into the Parish! by Revd John Calvert
Last month I reminisced about my time working as Children’s Officer in Gloucester Diocese. However after eight years it was time to think of a move. I knew our Bishop (John Went) well, so I contacted him. ‘Have a look at South Cerney’, he suggested. I knew that the PCC had already turned down two of the bishop’s suggestions, so I felt God was opening a door for me and we moved into South Cerney Vicarage in autumn 1987. 
The parish comprised South Cerney, the largest village in Gloucestershire, the hamlet of Cerney Wick and Down Ampney. This small village is the birthplace of my favourite composer, Ralph Vaughan Williams, who wrote the tune we sing to Come down O Love Divine, called Down Ampney. Apart from a couple of minor hiccups we spent twenty very happy years there. With God’s help I hope I provided an ‘all round’ ministry to the parish, but my focus was work with children and families, the large church school, music, new forms of liturgy, and the building up of a ministry team.
I retired to Brixham in 2007, but God had more in store. Travelling back from visiting Gill’s sister in the Algarve, I noticed an advert in the Portugal News for a locum Anglican priest. I applied, was accepted and there followed several years of dividing our lives between Brixham and the Algarve serving a dedicated and enthusiastic ex-pat community. 
Back here, over the years I have also helped at St Mary’s, Brixham, and St John’s, Paignton.
Having responded to God’s call to the priesthood in 1967, I cannot pretend that it has always been an easy ride but, along with the hard work, the opportunities to serve God have been varied and exciting, and Gill and I give thanks for that.                                       Revd John Calvert

Apple Cake for the Algarve by Gill Calvert
I expect that many older home cooks have a file of tatty bits of paper containing recipes collected over the years. One of my most dog-eared is an apple cake recipe by ‘national treasure’ Mary Berry.
Whilst Revd John and I were ministering in an Anglican church in the Algarve I came to realise that it was very important for the ex-pats to meet, other than in church. So I devised ‘Soup and Sweet’ as an easy way of entertaining groups of our congregation. 
This very easy apple cake recipe was a favourite ‘sweet’.
Ingredients:
225g self-raising flour 
1 level tsp baking powder
225g caster sugar 
2 large eggs
150g melted butter 
Half tsp almond extract
250g peeled, cored and thickly sliced cooking apples
25g flaked almonds.
Method:
Preheat oven to 160°C or 140°C fan. Grease a 20cm deep, loose-bottomed tin.
Mix well all the ingredients except the apple slices. Then beat for a minute. 
Spread half the mixture into the tin and top with the apple slices, piling more towards the centre than the edge.
Spoon on the remaining mixture, making sure that all the apple slices are well covered. 
Sprinkle with the flaked almonds. 
Bake for 1¼ - 1½ hours until golden and coming away from the sides of the tin.
A great cake for entertaining, served either cold or warm as a pudding.      Thank you Mary!
NB: I usually make 1½ times the recipe and cook for slightly longer.

CARING FOR GOD’S CREATION: ECOCHURCH

2025 marked the hottest summer on record in the UK (Met Office). Climate Change is impacting on us locally and globally, destroying homes, infrastructure and habitats, affecting crop production and reducing biodiversity. Those least responsible are often affected first and worst.
Acting on this issue is to show solidarity with our neighbours and care for God’s world.

The UK was the first major economy to set legally binding targets to reach net zero by 2050 - a goal now shared with the EU and many other nations. The Church of England has its own net zero target by 2030 (approved 2022), and there is a three yearly update to General Synod on progress.

Helping us on the way is a charity called A Rocha UK. The name means ‘The Rock’ in Portuguese.  Conservation work undertaken in Portugal, out of the conviction to care for God’s Creation, was the inspiration behind the founding of the charity, which is celebrating its 25th anniversary this summer.

The focus of A Rocha UK is to help churches to understand the Climate and Nature Crises, and to respond through faith and action. Their Scheme is called ECOCHURCH, and there are Bronze, Silver and Gold awards to work towards. I have taken on the hat for Churston.

 We consider many aspects of church life: from Worship and Teaching to Land and Nature, to Lifestyle, to Buildings and Energy, to Community and Global engagement, to Confirmation.  By caring for creation and taking action to address the Climate and Nature Crisis, we live out our Christian Faith.

After making a start, examples of actions are:
· Buying ‘ethical’ supplies of tea and coffee eg Fairly Traded, Organic, Women’s Cooperative. 
· Trying to get to church by foot, bike, bus or car share.
· Enjoying some outdoor services during the summer, surrounded by creation, feeling more informal.
· Undertaking a Nature Survey in the churchyard.
· Creating a Pilgrimage to be hosted by our churches on 15 and 16 August 2026. This ‘Good Shepherd’s Way’ will start at the Barn Chapel of the Good Shepherd on Saturday 15 August and go via St Mary the Virgin, Churston, then All Saints’, Lower Brixham, ending on the first day at St Mary’s, Brixham with a picnic lunch. We can do all or just some of the stages, and experience nature, peace, friendship and welcome as we travel from church to church. Children are most welcome on this first day.

The second day will start early at St Mary’s Brixham on 16 August and we will walk first to the SW Coast Path and around to St Thomas of Canterbury, Kingswear. This stage is demanding, so it is only suitable for the very fit. It is expected that most joining on day 2 will choose to depart from St Thomas of Canterbury in the afternoon, rather than risk the challenges of the SW Coast Path in the morning! We will undertake the final walk back to the Barn Chapel, alongside the steam engine line and riverside path, then through Long Wood near Greenway, ending up with a well-deserved tea at The Barn Chapel, Galmpton.

Do tell your friends, family and walking enthusiasts about it. Everyone is welcome. We can’t wait to share in this journey and experience community and the beauty of our land and places of worship. If you can’t walk far, try and be at one of the churches on the day to greet us and share in the occasion. Details are due on the BMC website soon.
