Bible Study, Lent Courses and other Christian teaching sessions are held on Monday evenings throughout the year. 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How do I contribute financially?

St Michael’s Services:





Most of the words you will need to follow our services can be found in the service booklets. There are different booklets for the seasons of the church year.  Large print service booklets and reading sheets are available – if these would help you, please ask one of the sidespeople.   St Michael’s is equipped with a T-loop system for those using hearing aids.  There is level access to the church building and the church centre.  








Communion and Blessing





All those who are communicant members of the Church of England or other Christian churches are welcome to receive the bread and wine in this church.  If you wish to receive a blessing, please bring your service booklet and the priest will pray a blessing for you.





Communion to the Sick





Clergy and Eucharistic Ministers take Communion to the sick at home and in hospital.  A small amount of the consecrated bread and wine is retained for this purpose in a small safe (known as “the aumbry”) in the Lady Chapel.

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About the Church





St Michael & All Angels is an Anglican (Church of England) Church in the modern Anglo-Catholic tradition.  What does Anglo-Catholic mean?  In essence, The term 'Anglo-Catholicism' describes a range of theological views and traditions within Anglicanism which emphasise the continuity of the Church of England - and those churches born out of it - with the teaching and practice of Christianity throughout the ages, rooted in scripture and the teachings of the early church. 'Anglo-Catholics' have always valued the sacramental life of the church, adhering strongly to doctrine such as the real presence of Christ in the Eucharist and the continuity of the apostolic orders of Bishop, Priest and Deacon. A significant stress on liturgy and worship - performed in order to maintain the beauty of holiness - makes worship in an Anglo-Catholic church an experience which is intended to appeal to one's whole person - to heart as well as head, to senses as well as to intellect.

Anglo-Catholics may be identified by their liturgical practices and ornaments. These may be characterised as follows:


· Eucharistic vestments


· unleavened bread for the Eucharist


· mixing of water with the Eucharistic wine


· incense and candles 


Our life is lived through the sacramental worship of God; through the Mass celebrated during the week and on Sundays, through daily worship in the Office of Morning and Evening Prayer and through encounters with God in day-to-day life. 


 








Vestments (liturgical colours)





You may notice that the vestments worn by the clergy and the church hangings change colour during the year.  This is to reflect the different church seasons as follows:





White or gold: worn on occasions such as Christmas,    Epiphany and Easter as a sign of celebration and joy.





Red: worn on Palm Sunday, Good Friday and Pentecost and on martyrs’ and saints’ days, and remind us of the blood of Christ and of the fire of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost.





Purple: worn during Advent as a sign of prayer, penitence and preparation.





Lent array: dun coloured vestments worn in Lent for      penitence and preparation.





Green: worn on Sundays in Ordinary time.





Flowers


We are fortunate to have volunteers responsible for the church flowers. Donations for flowers are always welcome.  Their displays both enhance our worship and add to the beauty of our church building. There are no flowers in Church during Advent and Lent. 








Maintenance of St Michael’s Church 


The Church and grounds are looked after by volunteers from the congregation.  We meet on a regular basis as a Working Party to tackle maintenance and gardening jobs.  This is a good way of getting to know each other better and is usually good fun.
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
