Genesis 1.26-28 
‘Then God said, “Let us make humankind in our image”’

Song of Solomon 2.10-13; 8.6-7 
‘My beloved speaks and says to me: “Arise, my love, my fair one”’

Romans 12.1-2, 9-13 
‘Let love be genuine; hate what is evil, hold fast to what is good; love one another with mutual affection’

1 Corinthians 13 
‘If I speak in the tongues of mortals and of angels, but do not have love... And now faith, hope and love abide, these three; and the greatest of these is love.’

Ephesians 5.21-end 
‘Wives, be subject to your husbands... Husbands, love your wives’

Philippians 4.4-9 
‘Finally, beloved, whatever is true, whatever is honourable, whatever is just, whatever is pure, whatever is pleasing... think about these things’

Colossians 3:12-17 
‘As God's chosen ones, holy and beloved, clothe yourselves with compassion, kindness, humility, meekness, and patience. Bear with one another’

1 John 3:18-end 
‘Little children, let us love, not in word or speech, but in truth and action’

1 John 4.7-12 
‘Beloved, let us love one another, because love is from God’

Mark 10.6-9, 13-16 
‘For this reason a man shall leave his father and mother and be joined to his wife, and the two shall become one flesh’

John 2.1-11 
(The Wedding at Cana where they ran out of wine and Jesus changed the water into wine)

John 15.9-17 
‘As the Father has love me, so have a I loved you; abide in my love... You did not choose me but I chose you’
