Dr. Gary Greenberg has magnified and photographed sand from beaches 
around the world, often revealing surprising vibrant splashes of colour 
from the minerals, shell and coral fragments contained within. He           
discovered there’s more to sand than meets the eye. In arenology (the study 
of sand) the microscopic analysis of sands mineral content can reveal much 
about erosion, shore currents and their potential effects on coastlines.

I did one day last month set about to burn some of the older cuttings 
which had dried out, only to be confronted for the first time ever by a single 
local resident telling me that bonfires were illegal! This I thought I should 
check out as I guess for many, many years, others before me had been doing 
the same. I am quite pleased to find out from the 2023 guidelines from East 
Lindsey Council that what I was doing was not illegal, so         
following those guidelines, I will complete my task, as             
transporting and disposing of so many cuttings is too costly and 
not possible. Joys of a Churchwarden! See you next time.

St. Edith’s Church Grimoldby 
Is now open for private prayer,

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Grasmere Gingerbread:  
8oz Soft Butter. 8oz Soft Brown Sugar 1lb Flour. Pinch of Salt 2 level teaspns 

ground ginger. 2 level teaspns cream of tartar 1 level teaspn bicarbonate of soda. 
1 tablespoon of golden Syrup. 

Set oven to 170degC/150deg assisted fan oven or Gas mark 3.  
Grease a shallow tin 12inches x 7inches.  

Beat together the butter and sugar in mixing bowl, stir in the syrup and add rest 
of ingredients and mix well. Pour into a tin - press down firmly with a floured 

fork.  
Bake 40 – 60 minutes. Leave until cold, but cut into fingers while still warm. 

Store in airtight tin.  
This recipe may not turn out like the famous Grasmere Gingerbread‘ but at least 

you‘ll have made it – have a go and enjoy it! Ummmmm!
