The Church Building

Set in the middle of the village on high land, the church dates from the 13th century and the first named incumbent William was installed in 1203. Originally the church was just the nave and chancel until, in the 14th century, the nave windows were enlarged and a north transept added. The font and some of the beautifully carved bench ends were also added at this time.
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The 15th century saw the completion of the cruciform shape with the addition of

the south transept and south door.  A part of a cope of this period, found hidden under the pulpit, has been restored and is at present at Glastonbury Abbey Museum.

By the end of the 15th century the high Perpendicular tower had been built. There is a peal of five bells dating from 1692 to 1811. The church also has a fine church organ, various memorials and a beautiful Millennium Banner, needle worked by ladies of the village.
