Sunday 3rd August 
The Eighteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 

Parish Mass with Asperges 9.30am 
 

The readings for the Eighteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time remind us to stop 
and think about what really matters. It is easy to focus on money, success, 

and things we own. But these do not last. Our readings for this Sunday point 
us towards something greater. 

In our first reading, Ecclesiastes tells us that working hard just to gain wealth 
is empty. Life is short. We cannot take anything with us. Psalm 90 teaches us 
to ask God to help us use our time well. We are reminded that each day is a 

gift from God. 
In our Gospel reading, Jesus tells the story of a blind man who saves up all 
his riches. He is proud of all he owns. But God calls him a fool. His life ends 
that night and he is not ready. Jesus teaches us to be rich in what matters to 

God.  
Our readings call us to look up rather than to look down. St. Paul tells us to 

focus on heaven. When we follow Christ, we become new. We let go of sinful 
ways and learn to live in love and in truth.
