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CAN I GET MARRIED AT CHURCH?                                    
Since 1st October 2008 you can get married at the church of your choice if you have a discernible connection with that church.  This can be that you or your parents have lived in the Parish in the past, either partner was baptised or confirmed here or that St Mary’s CRICH or SOUTH WINGFIELD is known as your ‘family’ church.  

A LIVING CHURCH                                                     
 Please note that you are arranging a Marriage Service with us at     
St Mary’s CRICH OR All Saints, SOUTH WINGFIELD and not hiring an exclusive venue.  Our Church is a Grade 1 listed building which from time to time requires repairs and conservation.  On rare occasions this could cause unavoidable works or events in or around the building and surrounding area at the time of your wedding.  We will do our best to notify you if this is a possibility and keep you informed.  If in doubt, please speak in the first instance to the Minister or Wardens.

PRIVACY DETAILS
We record your details on paper in the church office and occasionally your contact details will be passed to one of the people helping at your wedding.  Your wedding details will also be recorded on a database and you will be contacted separately about these.

CONTACT WITH THE CHURCH PRIOR TO YOUR WEDDING
In order to make final arrangements, including the calling of the Banns,

During these three months before your wedding you will meet the Minister again to go through the Marriage Service in detail and to check that all the arrangements are satisfactorily in hand.

During the week prior to your wedding a rehearsal will be arranged in church. You may come on your own or with your best man, parents, ushers, bridesmaids etc.  At the time of the rehearsal you will need to bring:

1. Copies of the Order of Service if you have one printed.
2. Special music as discussed. 
3. Banns certificate if not already given to the Minister

These fees are set each year by the Parochial Church Council and reflect the cost of each service provided.  Fees are payable on the calling of banns three months before the wedding. Those participating in the service (e.g. verger/organist) receive their fee from our treasurer on the day.

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LEGAL PRELIMINARIES
Marriage in the Church of England requires the legal requirement to have the marriage publicised through the Reading of Banns in the church of each of the Parishes where the Bride and Groom reside. Your Banns will be read 
at All Saints/St Mary’s on the following Sundays:

The Banns Form is given with this booklet when booking your wedding date.  

If you live in different parishes, the banns will need to be called in both places. You will need to contact the other church to arrange this. The cost of this is £56.

After the Banns are read you will be issued with a certificate which you should forward to the parish where your wedding is taking place.

REMARRIAGE OF DIVORCEES
The Church of England has agreed to the remarriage of divorcees with the agreement of the Incumbent.  We have been open to the remarriage of divorcees for many years now in agreement with the Parochial Church Council.  If you are divorced and want to be remarried in church, you need to arrange an interview, after which the Minister will be able to say yes or no to your remarriage.  It is still not an automatic right for divorcees to be remarried in the Church of England.  In the interview the Minister must use pastoral reason and follow Diocesan guidelines in making this decision, however difficult it may be.

F.A.Q.’s

FLOWERS
If you wish to provide additional flowers for your wedding please contact us to make arrangements for access to the church. Only artificial flower petals may be strewn inside the church. 

PHOTOGRAPHS & VIDEO
During the service only an official photographer [who can be a relative or friend] may take photographs inside the church with flash.  Following the Marriage Blessing an opportunity may be given to the congregation for other photographs to be taken after consultation with the couple.  
A video recording may be made subject to copyright laws.  If the person making the recording has not previously done so at the Church, it is important to contact the Minister beforehand and it may be a good idea for them to attend the rehearsal.

CHURCH CHOIR AND ORGAN
The organist brings to your wedding their musical skills and knowledge and may be contacted for advice when you are making arrangements for your service.  
Some popular/traditional wedding hymns are listed in this booklet which may help you decide your choice of music for the service.  These are only suggestions, so please feel free to discuss alternatives of your own with the Minister or Organist.

PA SYSTEM & MUSIC FACILITIES
Our church has a PA system together with a hearing loop, which should ensure that your guests will be able to participate fully in your wedding. We can arrange for music downloads/CDs to be played during the service but will need notice of this. Music should be brought to the wedding rehearsal.

MARRIAGE CERTIFICATES & LEGALITIES
The Church of England longer registers your marriage or gives you a wedding certificate.  This must be obtained from the Local Registry Office.  You will be given paperwork at the close of the marriage service which must be returned to the Local Registrar in order to obtain a Marriage Certificate. Ripley Registration Office, Town Hall, Ripley, DE5 3BT. Ambervalley.registrars@derbyshire.gov.uk


CONFETTI
At our churches we have no objection to the throwing of confetti in the Churchyard if it is away from the main church door. The use of metallic confetti is not permitted as it is not biodegradable and can be harmful to the environment.


TIMING OF THE DAY
You should arrive at church for your wedding on time because if the service is delayed by more than 20minutes then the organist, choir & bells cannot be guaranteed and will still require payment. The service lasts about 45 minutes. It may take as long again for the photographs outside the church, so allow a departure time of at least an hour and a half from the start of the service. 

THE WEDDING DAY


THE MARRIAGE SERVICE
The marriage service itself consists of both legal requirements and the couple’s own personal preferences.  It is the role of the Minister to help each individual couple to make the Marriage Service their own within the legal boundaries which include prohibition of vows taking place after 6pm. One of the choices that the couple need to make is the Order of Service, whether it is taken from the Prayer Book of 1662 or from Common Worship.  Both services are reproduced in this booklet and the choice needs to be discussed with the Minister.  


BRIDE
The bride should leave sufficient time to allow for a few photographs outside the church.  If you are wearing a veil over your face you will need to decide when you want it lifted back.  The options are a) on arrival at the church porch, or b) at the front of the church after the first hymn. 

GROOM
The groom and the best man should be at the Church about 20 minutes before the wedding and on hand to greet the guests when they arrive.  Usually, the photographer takes some pictures.  The groom should be seated with the best man on the right-hand side of the church. 





BEST MAN
The Best man should arrive with the groom 20 minutes before the service.  He sits beside the groom on the front seat on the right to await the Bride.  During the first half of the service, he stands at the groom’s right side – placing the ring on the Minister’s service book when asked. He may return to his seat at this point or remain standing at the groom’s side.  


BRIDESMAIDS/ATTENDANTS
The bridesmaids meet the bride at the church door and follow or precede her in formation.  The chief bridesmaid usually helps the bride lift her veil [if necessary] and holds the bride’s bouquet.  All the bridesmaids remain standing in the aisle until the first hymn is over when they will be directed to sit in a front pew on the left.  One bridesmaid will also need to be prepared to carry the bouquet to the bride at the Communion Rail during the last hymn.  

When considering child attendants bear in mind that experience has shown that under-threes are often overwhelmed.  It is a good idea to let child attendants see another wedding before the day so that they have some idea of what to expect. You could decide to let them sit with their parents for the service and join in the departure of the bridal party and the photographs.

USHERS
It is helpful and dignified if you have a couple of ushers to welcome your guests, to hand them the Order of Service and direct them to their seats.  The verger will be on hand to help them at the door.  Facing to the front of the church the bride’s side is on the left and the groom’s the right.  The ushers should be at the church 20 minutes before the service.  It is a nice gesture if an usher shows the parents and the bride’s mother to their places – the latter depends on whether the bride’s mother wishes to be seated before the arrival of the bride.

PARENTS
Seats are reserved for the parents on the front row of their respective sides.  As the bride’s mother will be on her own for the first part of the service, she may like to have a close relative to sit alongside her.  When the bride’s father (or other family member) is ‘giving her away’, they do so by handing the bride’s right hand to the groom at the appropriate part of the service, with the words “I do”, and then they may return to the pew.  At the end of the service parents usually exchange partners to walk out behind the couple to the music on departure.

WITNESSES
At least two witnesses are required to sign marriage documents during the service.  They should be over 18 for weddings at Crich and South Wingfield. If a witness requires glasses for writing, please remind them to have them to hand.

NUMBERS & FACILITIES IN CHURCH
St Mary’s, Crich: up to 150 people seated and nearly 200 with extra chairs.  There are toilets at the back of the church.
All Saints, South Wingfield: up to 80 people seated and up to 100 using the side aisles.  There are NO toilet facilities in All Saints.


PARKING
[bookmark: _Hlk187135870]At Crich, there is some road parking around the church. We cone off space for the bridal cars by the gate but parking is limited so please warn your guests.
At South Wingfield, there is a car park next to the church hall and possible use of the Cricket Club opposite [match day pending].  On road parking is usually coned off outside the church for your wedding cars.
