e a governor, 

but I rem
em

ber how
 w

ell he ran our m
eetings;  

his lightness of touch 
m

arried to his clear grasp of all the issues im
pacting the school and the 

staff, w
arranted the obvious respect w

ith w
hich he w

as held by all of us - 
governors and teachers alike.   
  It is in great part thanks to Francis‟s determ

ination and dedication in 
leading the cam

paign to allow
 the school to grow

 from
 a tiny infant 

school 
under 

threat 
of 

closure, 
into 

the 
full 

prim
ary 

school, 
that 

Froxfield‟s school exists today. Francis‟s m
em

ory w
ill continue to be 

honoured annually w
ith the aw

arding of the Francis U
sm

ar Prize for the 
Key Stage 2 child w

ho has contributed greatly to school life – as Francis 
him

self 
contributed 

to 
the 

creation 
of 

Froxfield 
C

E 
Prim

ary 
and 

Preschool - his legacy lives on in our thriving village school.
