·       Each worker with children and young people must undertake diocesan Safeguarding  
         training, know the guidelines and undertake to follow them. Each shall be given a   copy  of the Parish’s agreed procedures and good practice guidelines. 

·       As part of our commitment to children and young people, the PCC has appointed  Lynne Hamilton  to be the Parish Safeguarding Co-ordiantor. 

·       Children and young people are an important part of our Church today. 

·       They have much to give as well as to receive. 

·       We will listen to them 

·       As we nurture them in worship, learning, and in community life, we will respect the 
         wishes and feelings of children and young people.
