The Advent Ring has 5 candles for the 4 Sundays in Advent (usually 4 red or purple) and 1 for Jesus on Christmas day (white).  The 4 candles represent the People of God, the Prophets, John the Baptist and Mary OR Hope, Peace, Joy and Love. The Green ring symbolises God’s everlasting love. In these autumn months don't forget to leave some water out for wildlife. A shallow dish of fresh water is good for birds, hedgehogs and many insects, keeping them hydrated and cool.  If you have the space, a bigger long term project might be to create a pond in your garden.

As the days get shorter prepare your home for cooler days and nights.  Research suggests an average 40% of home heating is lost through gaps around windows, doors, loft hatches and floorboards.   Extra insulation, and fixing drafts saves energy.  Put some draft excluder around windows and outside doors. Fit a weather proof letter box. Fit thermal linings for some thin curtains. They are cheap and really easy to clip in. Try to think of one thing to do - it saves energy and is good for the planet too. 

Eco Christmas
Is there one thing you can change this year, to make your Christmas more sustainable?
· Reuse existing decorations and avoid new plastic ones like tinsel.  You could make your own decorations from natural materials, like wood, or fabric.
· Shop sustainably: Buy second-hand, refurbished, or handmade natural items. Gift seeds, or plants. 
· Look out for wrapping paper and crackers that are recyclable - usually made from non shiny materials.
· Buy local food. Plan for some vegetarian meals.
