WESTMINSTER ABBEY CHURCH PASS 
Each of our 6 parishes now has a Church Pass for Westminster Abbey. 
The Church Pass admits up to 4 adults, students or children 6-16 years, 
free of charge. (Children up to the age of 5 are admitted free as long as 
they are accompanied by an adult.) The Pass may be used up to 6 times 
during a 12-month period (which starts when the Pass is first used). If
