Crich, St Marys. Heating and Reordering Plans
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Fund raising update January 2026
We have asked Derby Diocese to allow the installation of a new, electric, infrared heating system (agreed by PCC in September 2025) We expect this to be approved before Easter. Our budget has yet to be finalised, but monies pledged in November for the project mean that we will be able to proceed with our plans.
Improved heating will allow the expansion of the use of our building – for church and village events. We also plan to improve accessibility by removing all or most of the pews. [footnoteRef:1] We have yet to cost this work and get permission, but we believe it is achievable. We know that the cost of stylish, comfortable, lightweight chairs is likely to be in excess of £10,000.  [1:  Our pews limit accessibility due to their size, spacing and raised position.
] 

Our long-term goal is to have a building that can accommodate children’s groups at the same time as Sunday Worship, and other weekday groups (e.g. PCC meetings, Alpha Courses). This will be a very big project needing possibly £200,000 so, over the next few years, we will be fundraising. 
We will be setting up a dedicated fund for these plans and would encourage those of you who share our goals to consider regular and/or one-off donations going forward.
