TO ALL WHO CARE ABOUT ST. MARK’S CHURCH 
St. Mark’s Church holds a special place in the hearts of many people 

in and around Dolphinholme. Some of you were baptised here,  
married here, or have said goodbye to loved ones whose funerals 

and burials took place in the church and its graveyard. It remains a 
precious resource, available to everyone in the parish whenever it is 

needed. 
We are now facing a significant challenge. The church guttering 

needs to be replaced urgently. There are extensive leaks, and these 
are beginning to cause damage to the stonework. The cost of the 

necessary repairs will be upwards of £15,000. 
At certain times and stages in our lives, the importance of a  

community space for prayer, worship, reflection, and gathering  
becomes especially clear. As the current PCC members, we do not 
want to be the generation that allows this vital part of our village 

life to fall into disrepair.
