Social Media and the impact on
young people

The use of social media for children
and those under the age of 16 has been a much-
discussed topic, sparked by the decision of the
Australian government to impose a ban.

Here in the UK the government is consulting over this
topic and working with schools who are trying to
tackle this damaging issue affecting our younger
generations.

In 2024, Jonathan Haidt published his international
bestselling book - The Anxious Generation: How the
great rewiring of childhood is causing an epidemic of
mental illness.

In the book, Professor Haidt highlights the worrying
rise of mental illness in young people across the
globe since 2010. The book provides shocking
statistics for teenagers between the years of 2010
and 2024, and highlights that there has been a 145%
rise in depression, 134% rise in anxiety, 188% rise in
self-harm, and most worrying of all, a 167% rise in
suicide. It is not a coincidence that 2010 was also the
same year when young people started to own smart
phones and access social media.

As well as making our young people profoundly
unhappy, Professor Haidt uses statistics to show that
smart phones and the use of social media is severely
damaging our young people’s attention spans and
making them increasingly lonely. Instead of
physically talking and spending time with friends in
the ‘real world’, younger people have become
addicted to making connections in the ‘virtual world’
by chasing superficial ‘likes’ and ‘comments’ before
inevitably also receiving a crushing and painful
response.

Sadly, back in 2010 the world was naive to the
damage that would be caused by allowing young
people access to smart phones and social media.
Nobody (apart from the developers whose only
concern was to make money) had any idea just how
much damage these new inventions would do to
young and developing minds. The result has been a
generation of teenagers and young adults living with
the consequences: anxiety, depression, loneliness,
the inability to concentrate, or to hold a conversation.

There is also 24-hour exposure to bullying and
judgemental comments which has resulted in
unhealthy obsessions over physical appearance.

Struggling parents are painfully constrained; nobody
wants their child to be ‘left out’ or excluded because
they do not have a smart phone, or an account with
TikTok, Instagram, Snapchat, etc. Maybe a ban is the
best way forward in finding a way to reclaim those
precious childhood and teenage years for our future
generations.

Jesus healed many people. He sometimes treated a
physical ailment; however, he would also frequently
perform healings of the mind and of the soul. Many
of our young people are increasingly in need of such
healings, and the Church of Christ needs to be ready
to speak out and assist with that much needed
healing ministry. It is an important mission and
ministry that really must begin with a campaign to
reclaim childhood years and development.

The end of March sees an ambitious and exciting
theatrical production coming to Neatishead, when
NABS will be performing Top Girls by Caryl
Churchill. Considered one of the best plays of the
twentiethcentury, Top Girls has been performed all
over the world and has been on the A level syllabus
for many years. To find out more about the play’s
pre-production, the NIB interviewed three of the
talented villagers taking part.

Shelagh Smith: Director

NIB: Shelagh, why did you choose Top Girls as
the next NABS production?

Shelagh: This will be my third show with NABS and
each time | have loved working with a team that is
so committed, willing to be challenged, try new
things and prepared to be edgy. It has transformed
many of them into consummate performers. When
Caryl Churchill was researching and writing this
play, | was part of a small group at the Bristol
drama department, giving feedback on Act 1. | was
blown away, loved it and it stayed with me. For a
group of women actors, all the parts are wonderful;
sometimes raw, bawdy, heartfelt and strong, and
we have some great women actors in NABS.

NIB: Will the audience find it a challenging watch?
Shelagh: When | told people we were going to do
Top Girls, they said, “Oh! That’s challenging!” That
stayed with me too! It is a many-layered play. On
one level this is simply a group of women (albeit
extraordinary women from history, myth and
legend) having a dinner party to celebrate
Marlene’s promotion and talking about their lives.
We then see Marlene at the office, followed by
Marlene at her childhood home with her sister and
daughter. On another level we see the role of
women throughout history; what it takes to break
through in a world designed by men; the bitterness
of sibling rivalry; the choices women make; the
sacrifices taken and the consequences that flow
from this. Has anything changed?

Carol Preston: Marlene

NIB: Carol, your character appears throughout the
play. Can you tell us a little about her?

Carol: Marlene is an ambitious, independent
woman who has recognised the sacrifices and
choices she has had to make in order to achieve
success in the male-dominated world of the early
Thatcher years. The part of Marlene is very
challenging, as the three acts of the play reveal
different aspects of her complex character. Will the
audience admire her or disapprove of her?

Susan Lamb: Costumes

NIB: Susan, you’ve been helping NABS with
costumes for many years. Has Top Girls provided
some particular challenges?

Susan: Providing costumes for NABS is always a
challenge but this play’s first act has been even
more challenging as it spans the years 854 to
1800. This includes a female Pope, a Japanese
courtesan, a Brueghel character, Chaucer’s
obedient wife and a Victorian explorer. The cast
have found some interesting costumes for Acts 2
and 3 (80s’ clothes kept in their closets!) They
should bring back memories for the audience!

Top Girls will be performed at NVH on March 25t

Captain Wilson had a great interest in the design and
development of all modes of transport both for
pleasure and business and had a hand in the design
of boats with both Uffa Fox and Herbert Woods.

His early life was in the armed forces, being
commissioned in the King's Own Yorkshire Light
Infantry in 1903 and then the Hussars in 1905. He
was posted to India and then Australia before joining
the British Expeditionary Force in 1914. He served
extensively during WW1, was awarded the Military
Cross, was wounded and taken prisoner of war,
before being repatriated in 1918.

He came to live in Irstead during the 1920s. Sadly,
his only son, John, was killed in action, aged 20,
during WW2, but in his teenage years had become a
very competent sailor like his father.

While living in Irstead, Captain Wilson employed a
number of local people to look after his house, his
garden and his cars and is remembered as being a
friendly and very generous man.

He held a number of other offices during his time in
Norfolk including that of High Sheriff of Norwich in
1942. He died in 1957 and is buried in Irstead
Churchyard.

This is just a very brief look at Captain Wilson's
interesting life, with much more detail held in our
archives, some of which will be displayed during the
meeting. claireps@btinternet.com or 07760 643739.

Wildlife Notes

= | have written in a previous article about
White-fronted Geese arriving in Norfolk during the
winter months but this seems to be a growing trend
with numbers increasing year by year. Around
Christmas time there was a sudden influx of these
grey geese arriving in the UK. On the 8™ January |
was fortunate enough to spot a small group of 5 of
them on the grazing marshes at the back of Browns
Hill near to Neaves Mill.

However, this proved to be just the fore runners and
in early February there was a massive arrival of
White-fronts with over 120 sites in the UK recording
them over a 3-day period in large numbers.

On the North Norfolk coast at Holkham Freshmarsh
there were at least 1,000 birds counted and
according to Bird Guides one observer recorded over
1,700 birds along the Norfolk coast whilst RSPB
Boyton Marshes in Suffolk held 800 birds. It is
thought that many of these birds have come across
the North Sea from the continent following easterly
winds, an occurrence linked to cold weather in the
low countries.

White-fronted Geese are most likely to be found on
winter grazing marshes rather than on open water
and are recognisable by the flash of white on the front
of the head just behind the pink coloured beak. They
are predominantly grey coloured birds with orange
legs but have horizontal bands of black across the
belly.

Being wild birds, they are more wary than the
resident Greylag Geese and Canada Geese which
we are more used to seeing here and can be easily
disturbed.

Chiffchaff: Jon Kelf

In March we will welcome back the first migrant
warblers with Chiffchaffs arriving towards the end of
the month and filing the woodland with their
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repetitive “chip chap” song. Now is the time to get out
and listen to the birdsong as already our resident
birds are singing to declare their territories. You could
learn the songs before the dawn chorus gets more
complicated by the summer arrivals.

In this month we will see the emergence of the first
queen bumble bees, usually Buff tailed or Tree
bumblebees, as they emerge from hibernation and
seek out nesting places.

Fungus llliosporiopsis Cheistiamisenii: Jerry Simpson

An interesting find | had this month was a tiny pink
fungus which grows on lichens and can be found
fruiting in February.

It appears in little bright pink clusters (circled - shows
white) and when fresh can be easily spotted with the
naked eye despite its tiny size.

This doesn’t have an English name but is called
llliosporiopsis Christiansenii. It was growing on
lichens on a sallow branch on the Ebb and Flow
Marshes at Horning.
