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Dear Friends
What a joy it is to start seeing signs of new life in the garden. A few of us were chatting recently and saying despite the rather soggy weather we’ve been having a late it is such a delight to see crocus, snowdrop, primrose and hellebores peeking out around the edges where everything still looks a bit grim. It is so easy to look at the seemingly bare twigs on the trees and the waterlogged grassy patches, and feel as though we’re never going to move past this particular season! Of course we know that’s not true, spring is definitely on the way and with it many church activities as we are at the start of Lent. As I write this letter I am planning on how many eggs I’m going to need to make pancakes in both Amble and Chevington for Shrove Tuesday (there will be a lot I suspect!)… There is always something to be thinking about and planning for, isn’t there? 

In the church around the world, this is a season where we spend time reflecting on our lives and our attitudes. It is very traditional to give things up during this time of Lent as a way of walking alongside Jesus during his time in the wilderness, but also a great opportunity to strip away some of the excesses in life that we seem to get drawn into, without even knowing it sometimes. This period of Lent is also an opportunity to take up something new, like a new spiritual discipline. That sounds terribly pompous, doesn’t it?… It’s not meant to. This is a very special time of year and as we notice the changes in the natural world around us, so we can also notice the changes in our own lives and this may bring up questions. If you have any questions about faith, life, Lent and Easter please know that I, and many others, would be very happy to have a chat over a coffee. 

Do please have a look at our various services and activities that we have on a Sunday but also during the week. On any of these occasions there are folk who will happily welcome you and have a conversation about anything that is on your mind. When I look at the number of people who attend our coffee mornings, bingo, cafe church, Third Thursday service and all our different events, I can see that company and conversation is so valuable and appreciated. We don’t all have the same views and tastes but we can all spend time together sharing experiences and walking along life’s journey side by side. We can learn together, understand each other better and enjoy each other’s company.  

This Lent may you find time to reflect, ask questions, seek some answers and above all draw closer to God who made you and loves you, even on your worst days!

The March Night Sky
The vernal equinox (also called the spring equinox by us northerners) occurs at 2.45pm on March 20th. More about the significance of this below. 
British Summer Time begins on Sunday March 29th , when clocks “spring forward” by 1 hour at 1am.
Bright planets
Jupiter is visible within an hour of sunset high in the southern sky. It is unmistakeably bright! 
Venus is still emerging from the glare of the Sun and might be seen low in the west about an hour after sunset.

The March Equinox – a turning point of the year
Each March, the northern hemisphere reaches a quiet but important milestone in its journey around the Sun: the equinox. The word comes from Latin, meaning “equal night”, and on this day daylight and darkness are almost the same length across the globe. More importantly for us, it marks the official beginning of astronomical spring.

The equinox happens because Earth’s axis is tilted by about 23.5 degrees. For most of the year, this tilt causes one hemisphere to lean toward the Sun while the other leans away, giving us the familiar seasons. At the March equinox, however, neither hemisphere has the advantage. The Sun sits directly above Earth’s equator, and its light is shared evenly between north and south.

For those of us in the UK and elsewhere in the northern hemisphere, this moment signals a change we can feel. Days are now getting noticeably longer than nights, sunrise creeps earlier, and sunset stretches later into the evening. Although the weather may lag behind, the balance has tipped: from now until September, daylight will dominate.
Astronomically, the equinox also has a precise definition. It is the instant when the Sun crosses the celestial equator moving northward. This exact moment can be timed to the minute, even though we usually celebrate the equinox as a whole day. 

Ancient cultures were keen observers of this event. Monuments such as Stonehenge are thought to have been aligned to mark seasonal turning points, reflecting how closely human life was once tied to the sky. There is also a pleasing symbolism to the equinox. Balance, renewal, and fresh beginnings are natural themes at this time of year. 

In the Christian calendar, the equinox plays a practical role too: the date of Easter is defined relative to the full Moon following the March equinox.

So next time you notice the lighter evenings or a hint of spring in the air, remember that it all traces back to a simple piece of cosmic geometry. The March equinox is a reminder that our daily lives are still quietly shaped by the graceful motions of Earth through space.

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Love and serve one another
On Maundy Thursday we recall the final command that Jesus gave to his disciples before his death.  After the Last Supper, He rose and washed his disciples’ feet. This was astonishing for a ‘teacher’ to do, but He had a firm purpose in mind: “A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you, so you must love one another.” His disciples were to love through service, not domination, of one another. 
In Latin, the opening phrase of this sentence is ‘mandatum novum do vobis’. The word ‘mundy’ is thus a corruption of the Latin ‘mandatum’ (or command).  The ‘washing of the feet’ ceremony was an important part of the medieval church’s liturgy, symbolising the humility of the clergy, in obedience to the example of Christ.

Her grandson replied:  “Oh yes, and God did it left-handed, too.” In astonishment, the grandmother asked what he meant. “Well, He must have done,” said her grandson, “because we learned at church last week that Jesus sits on God’s right hand.” 
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Mothering Sunday – March 15th 
Mothering Sunday – the fourth Sunday of Lent- offers families an opportunity to honour the women who have nurtured them. Lots of different streams and traditions have come together to make today’s Mothering Sunday the special day that it is.
In the Middle Ages it was an occasion for everyone to visit their ‘mother’ church – the place where they had been baptised. Later, an opportunity for those who worked away from home to visit their mothers became added to the mix of reasons to make it a special day.

Today we honour all women who have in one way or another been special to us, and in church this is usually signalled by small bunches of flowers for every woman present.
Treating mums and grans to Sunday lunch, chocolates and flowers is also part of the present mix. 

Not everyone has enjoyed a wonderful or enduring relationship with their mum, so lest we get carried away on a wave of love and sentimentality, there is usually space in the Mothering Sunday church service to reflect on and pray for those whose relationships with their mother were not all they might have been.

Also, there are the families blighted by the lack of, or death of a child; families remembering a mum who died tragically young; women who never had a child but would have dearly loved the opportunity; all these and more are a recognition of the imperfections of human love, human life.

These imperfections can be brought in prayer to the God who mothers us. In the Old Testament, Isaiah speaks of God comforting His people like a mother hen. In the New Testament, both Matthew and Luke bear witness to Jesus expressing His desire to gather His people as a mother hen gathers her chicks under her wings. Yes, God has strong maternal qualities which He invites us to discover and enjoy!

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Saints in March
There are many saints in March, here are just two ….

1st March – St David (Dewi Sant)
On 1st March Wales celebrates its patron saint, David – or, in Welsh, Dewi or Dafydd. He is revered wherever Welsh people have settled. As with most figures from the so-called ’Dark Ages’ (he lived in the sixth century), reliable details about his life are scarce, but there are enough for us to form a picture of a formidably austere, disciplined, and charismatic leader, who led the Church in Wales through turbulent years and fought tenaciously for the faith.

He founded a monastery at Menevia, in Pembrokeshire. It later became the site of St David’s cathedral and the settlement which is now the smallest city in the United Kingdom. From Menevia, David embarked on preaching and teaching missions across Wales, and probably beyond. His eloquence was legendary.

The date of David’s death is disputed – either 589 or 601. It wasn’t until the 12th century that he was generally accepted as the patron saint of Wales.

It’s traditional for Welsh people to wear daffodils on St David’s Day (Gwyl Dewi Sant in Welsh) – but there seems no particular reason for it, beyond the fact that they tend to make their early Spring appearance round about his day – oh, and they look nice!
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2nd March – Chad, the recycled bishop
Chad should be the patron saint of any modern bishop whose consecration is questioned by another bishop. Chad was consecrated a bishop, then deposed – and then re-consecrated!

It all began about the middle of the 7th century, when Oswiu, King of Northumbria, made Chad the bishop of the Northumbrian see. But due to a scarcity of appropriate bishops, two dubious bishops did the job of consecrating him. This led to Theodore, Archbishop of Canterbury, deciding to depose him about three years later.

Chad took his dismissal with good heart, and peacefully retired. But then Theodore had second thoughts: Chad was of excellent character: humble, devout, and zealous. So, Theodore re-consecrated him – to be the first bishop of the Mercians. Second time around, Chad was a great success – again.

When Chad died in about 672AD, he was quickly venerated as a saint. People took a great fancy to his bones, believing that they would bring healing. Even today, four large bones, dating from the 7th century, and believed to be Chad’s, are in the R.C. cathedral in Birmingham.
Bishops today may still argue about consecration, but they are unlikely to have their bones disturbed.
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(The crocus is sometimes known as St Chad’s flower)
