3You know the message he sent to the
people of Israel, preaching peace by Jesus Christ—he is Lord of all. 3’ That message spread throughout Judea,
beginning in Galilee after the baptism that John announced: 3*how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the
Holy Spirit and with power; how he went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil,
for God was with him.

The Resurrection of Jesus

one whom Jesus loved, and said to them, ‘They have taken the Lord out of the tomb, and we do not know
where they have laid him.” 3Then Peter and the other disciple set out and went towards the tomb. “The two
were running together, but the other disciple outran Peter and reached the tomb first. >He bent down to look
in and saw the linen wrappings lying there, but he did not go in. ®Then Simon Peter came, following him, and
went into the tomb. He saw the linen wrappings lying there, “and the cloth that had been on Jesus’ head, not
lying with the linen wrappings but rolled up in a place by itself. 8Then the other disciple, who reached the tomb
first, also went in, and he saw and believed; °for as yet they did not understand the scripture, that he must rise
from the dead. °Then the disciples returned to their homes.

Jesus Appears to Mary Magdalene

11 But Mary stood weeping outside the tomb. As she wept, she bent over to look into the tomb; ?and she saw
two angels in white, sitting where the body of Jesus had been lying, one at the head and the other at the

feet. 3They said to her, ‘Woman, why are you weeping?’ She said to them, ‘They have taken away my Lord,
and | do not know where they have laid him.” **When she had said this, she turned round and saw Jesus
standing there, but she did not know that it was Jesus. **Jesus said to her, ‘Woman, why are you weeping? For
whom are you looking?’ Supposing him to be the gardener, she said to him, ‘Sir, if you have carried him away,
tell me where you have laid him, and | will take him away.’ *®Jesus said to her, ‘Mary!” She turned and said to
him in Hebrew, ‘Rabbouni!” (which means Teacher). YJesus said to her, ‘Do not hold on to me, because | have
not yet ascended to the Father. But go to my brothers and say to them, “I am ascending to my Father and your
Father, to my God and your God.” ’ *®Mary Magdalene went and announced to the disciples, ‘I have seen the
Lord’; and she told them that he had said these things to her.

OR

Matthew 28.1-10
The Resurrection of Jesus

After the sabbath, as the first day of the week was dawning, Mary Magdalene and the other Mary went to see
the tomb. And suddenly there was a great earthquake; for an angel of the Lord, descending from heaven,
came and rolled back the stone and sat on it. His appearance was like lightning, and his clothing white as
snow. For fear of him the guards shook and became like dead men. But the angel said to the women, ‘Do not
be afraid; | know that you are looking for Jesus who was crucified. He is not here; for he has been raised, as he
said. Come, see the place where he lay. Then go quickly and tell his disciples, “He has been raised from the
dead, and indeed he is going ahead of you to Galilee; there you will see him.” This is my message for you.” So
they left the tomb quickly with fear and great joy, and ran to tell his disciples. Suddenly Jesus met them and
said, ‘Greetings!” And they came to him, took hold of his feet, and worshipped him. Then Jesus said to them,
‘Do not be afraid; go and tell my brothers to go to Galilee; there they will see me.’

For it would have
been better for us to serve the Egyptians than to die in the wilderness.” 1*But Moses said to the people, ‘Do not
be afraid, stand firm, and see the deliverance that the LorRD will accomplish for you today; for the Egyptians
whom you see today you shall never see again. *The Lorp will fight for you, and you have only to keep still.’



15 Then the LORD said to Moses, ‘Why do you cry out to me? Tell the Israelites to go forward. **But you lift up
your staff, and stretch out your hand over the sea and divide it, that the Israelites may go into the sea on dry
ground. YThen | will harden the hearts of the Egyptians so that they will go in after them; and so | will gain
glory for myself over Pharaoh and all his army, his chariots, and his chariot drivers. ¥And the Egyptians shall
know that | am the LorD, when | have gained glory for myself over Pharaoh, his chariots, and his chariot
drivers.’

19 The angel of God who was going before the Israelite army moved and went behind them; and the pillar of
cloud moved from in front of them and took its place behind them. %It came between the army of Egypt and
the army of Israel. And so the cloud was there with the darkness, and it lit up the night; one did not come near
the other all night.

21 Then Moses stretched out his hand over the sea. The LORD drove the sea back by a strong east wind all
night, and turned the sea into dry land; and the waters were divided. 2’The Israelites went into the sea on dry
ground, the waters forming a wall for them on their right and on their left. 3The Egyptians pursued, and went
into the sea after them, all of Pharaoh’s horses, chariots, and chariot drivers. 2*At the morning watch

the LoRrD in the pillar of fire and cloud looked down upon the Egyptian army, and threw the Egyptian army into
panic. He clogged their chariot wheels so that they turned with difficulty. The Egyptians said, ‘Let us flee from
the Israelites, for the LoRD is fighting for them against Egypt.’

The Pursuers Drowned

26 Then the LoRD said to Moses, ‘Stretch out your hand over the sea, so that the water may come back upon
the Egyptians, upon their chariots and chariot drivers.” 2’So Moses stretched out his hand over the sea, and at
dawn the sea returned to its normal depth. As the Egyptians fled before it, the LORD tossed the Egyptians into
the sea. 2The waters returned and covered the chariots and the chariot drivers, the entire army of Pharaoh
that had followed them into the sea; not one of them remained. *But the Israelites walked on dry ground
through the sea, the waters forming a wall for them on their right and on their left.

30 Thus the LorD saved Israel that day from the Egyptians; and Israel saw the Egyptians dead on the
seashore. 3lIsrael saw the great work that the LORD did against the Egyptians. So the people feared
the LORD and believed in the LORD and in his servant Moses.

3!But
these are written so that you may come to believe that Jesus is the Messiah, the Son of God, and that through
believing you may have life in his name.

2’Then beginning with Moses and all
the prophets, he interpreted to them the things about himself in all the scriptures.



28 As they came near the village to which they were going, he walked ahead as if he were going on. 2°But they
urged him strongly, saying, ‘Stay with us, because it is almost evening and the day is now nearly over.” So he
went in to stay with them. 3°When he was at the table with them, he took bread, blessed and broke it, and
gave it to them. 3'Then their eyes were opened, and they recognized him; and he vanished from their

sight. 3?They said to each other, ‘Were not our hearts burning within us while he was talking to us on the road,
while he was opening the scriptures to us?’ 3*That same hour they got up and returned to Jerusalem; and they
found the eleven and their companions gathered together. 3*They were saying, ‘The Lord has risen indeed, and
he has appeared to Simon!’ 33Then they told what had happened on the road, and how he had been made
known to them in the breaking of the bread.
