Jesus said to them,
‘Do not leave Jerusalem, but wait here for
all that is promised by the Father. John
baptised with water, but you will be
baptised with the Holy Spirit not many
days from now.’ The apostles asked Jesus,
‘Lord, is this the time when you will
restore the kingdom of Israel?’ Jesus
replied, ‘You cannot know every time or
season in the purposes of the Father. But
you will receive power when the Holy

Spirit comes upon you. And you will be my
witnesses in Jerusalem, in all Judea, in
Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.’
Then, as they were watching, he was
taken up, and a cloud hid him from their
sight.
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While he was going and they were gazing
up toward heaven, suddenly two men in
white robes stood by them. They said,
“Men of Galilee, why do you stand looking
up toward heaven? This Jesus, who has
been taken up from you into heaven, will
come in the same way as you saw him go
into heaven.” The eleven returned from
the Mount of Olives to the upper room in
Jerusalem where they were staying. And
with the women, and Mary, the mother of
Jesus, and his brothers, they devoted
themselves to prayer.
