This
year's story will feature a project from one of Christian Aid’s partners called Beacon
of Hope which works with residents in an informal settlement near Nairobi. Fridah
lost her husband in a tragic accident and lives with her children and grandson in a
rented a corrugated shelter, which does not have running water inside the
house.. Through the project, Fridah has learnt to grow vegetables in small spaces,
using cone gardens which is a form of vertical planting. At the end of a concrete
alley, Fridah now has a productive urban farm where she grows vegetables to feed
her family and sells some excess produce, which generates a small income to help
pay for the children’s schooling.

The theme of this years’ service is Faithful Action and we do hope you can come
and join us, to hear more about Fridah'’s story.
