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The Company of Mission Priests (CMP)

The Company of Mission Priests came into being in the early days of the Second World War. Sponsored by three Anglican Religious Communities and the Archbishop of Canterbury, its original purpose was to provide priests to care for evacuated populations in places where the usual level of housing and pay could not be made available. 
 
So, these Mission Priests would have to be unmarried and willing to share accommodation, income and expenditure.  It was hoped that, after the war, these priests could serve on the great housing estates, where resources were few and the need for pastoral care and mission was great.

This was exactly what happened.  After the war 
CMP priests both in teams and individually served with distinction in some of most needy areas in Britain, and also overseas in Guyana, Madagascar and elsewhere.

In the 1990s, by God’s grace, a new beginning, new life and growth began as the Company adopted St Vincent de Paul as its secondary patron, and has grown into a close relationship with the worldwide Vincentian family of Religious Orders and organisations, deriving inspiration and guidance from the pioneer work of St Vincent de Paul in mission, evangelism, and pastoral care.

Father Simon has been a member of CMP since 2013, and currently serves on its Council. Every year, priests of the Company meet for their Annual Chapter meeting at Walsingham, for prayer, reflection and fellowship, and to renew their promise.

This year, the Annual Chapter meets this coming week, from Tuesday 5th to Friday 8th May.  Please pray for Fr Simon and his brother priests, as he will do for you all and the parish at the Shrine of Our Lady of Walsingham.
