June Reflection
Dear Friends,
The Church Year is now moving into Ordinary Time.

Now, you might hear “Ordinary Time” as “boring time,” but that's
not the case!

The Church Year revolves around two cycles: first, the Christmas
’ cycle (Advent, Christmas, Epiphany). Next, the cycle shifts to the
Ll / ‘j Easter cycle (Lent, Holy Week, Easter, Pentecost).

The rest of the year is Ordinary Time. Technically, Ordinary Time includes the
Epiphany Season.

The first Sunday in Ordinary Time is Trinity Sunday. It comes immediately after
Pentecost, which is fitting, because Pentecost completes the revelation of the Trinity in
salvation history. On Trinity Sunday we celebrate and acknowledge the revealed truth
that there is one God in three persons: the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. As a
mathematical equation, three in one can be difficult to understand; as a relational
truth, however, the eternal love of this three-in-one is all encompassing and deeply
moving. Our life in God is a participation in the eternal love of the Father for the Son in
the Spirit.



When most people hear the phrase “Ordinary Time,” they think nothing special is
happening. And in one sense, they are right; there aren’t nearly as many major feasts,
and for those who love the feasts, this can seem like a long run of shapeless or even
boring weeks.

However, there is another way to look at it. A season without many special occasions
is also a season without many distractions. It is a season for developing good rhythms
for spiritual life. Because there is less focus on what God has done in the past, there is
time to focus on our relationship with God in the present.

The liturgical colour for Ordinary Time is green. This represents growth, both
numerically as the Church expands, and spiritually as each member of the Church
becomes more like Christ.

Ashley Wallace explains that Ordinary Time is actually the most essential in the
development of our spiritual lives and our faith. In her book on Ordinary Time, Ashley
Wallace describes the season this way:

Ordinary Time might not have the excitement of Advent calendars or Lenten
disciplines, but in many ways, it is the most essential part of the Christian year. This is
the long green stretch of days where our faith takes root and begins to grow.
Ordinary Time invites us not into preparation, but into formation. It's the season for
building spiritual habits, shaping the quiet, consistent ways our families walk with the
Lord.

So, as we continue our journey through this season of Ordinary Time may we
remember there is nothing “ordinary” about it, and look for ways which shape and
enrich our faith.

Driffield Beck

Only two hundred chalk rivers are known globally, 85% of which
are found in the UK in southern and eastern England. They are
confined to England and northern France and nowhere else in the
world. Classic examples include the Rivers Itchen and Avon in
Wessex and the River Wensum in Norfolk. Chalk rivers are
characterised by clear water and a diverse flora. Many have been
modified in some way, usually for milling, fishing, irrigation or
watercress beds, but despite this, the best chalk rivers still support a fine aquatic flora and a
diversity of invertebrates and fish.

Whilst most of the chalk rivers are in the south, Yorkshire has its own chalk stream - Driffield
Beck in East Yorkshire. A beck is simply Northern English for a stream and Driffield Beck and
its smaller sister, Foston or Kelk Beck are the most northerly chalk streams of any significant
size in the UK. (There are a few tiny chalk brooks such as Settrington Beck that flow from the
north side of the Yorkshire Wolds).

It is the chalk of the Wolds that makes these Yorkshire streams so important. They provide a
very rich and stable habitat for a great diversity of species, not just fish but also invertebrates
and plant life. This stability is due to the fact that the water in them comes primarily from
springs that bubble out of the chalk aquifers. Rain, falling on the porous chalk of the Wolds
filters through the rock, sometimes taking over a year to reach the springs at the base of the
Wolds.

There's very little surface water over the Yorkshire Wolds themselves. Because of the rock
properties of the chalk, rainfall percolates through to emerge along spring lines where it
meets impermeable clays that floor the Holderness Plain and Vale of York.

Chalk streams have cool, crystal-clear, mineral-rich waters that support an immensely rich
community of plant and animal life. Such is the diversity and abundance of the animal and
plant life of our chalk streams that they have been spoken of as "England's Rain Forests".

When the water emerges from the rocks, it is rich in dissolved calcium a vital element for the
skeletons of vertebrates, shells of molluscs and muscle function of all animals, plus the cell
walls of plants. It also has a constant temperature of 10 degrees Celsius, both summer and
winter which is perfect for fish such as trout that require high oxygen levels since oxygen is
more soluble in cold water and water temperatures much above 20 degrees C are lethal to
trout and grayling, plus many invertebrates. Furthermore, unlike most rivers, chalk streams
do not suffer from sudden floods as the rain’s journey through the chalk rock ensures that any
water level changes are slow, with river levels gently rising from December into spring then
gently dropping throughout the summer and autumn. All these factors help to support a rich
flora and fauna. Extensive beds of Water Buttercup and other aquatic plants provide food and
shelter for large numbers of invertebrates; these provide the food of the trout, grayling,
minnows and chub, which themselves are food for the kingfishers, herons, otters, mink and
cormorants.



The mink and cormorants are predators that have caused significant
problems on Driffield Beck with mink having devastated the once
common water vole and cormorants, once confined to the sea,
having invaded the inland waterway and virtually wiping out the
grayling, chub and other shoal fish from the river.

Trout have been less adversely affected by cormorants since they seek cover when threatened
unlike the shoal fish that just mill about and fall easy prey to a predator that they never
evolved to cope with.

Fortunately, there is an active trapping scheme for mink, but cormorants are at the moment a
protected species. Encouragingly, fewer cormorants have been seen over the last couple of
years and there are pleasing signs of an increase in the numbers of wild trout, grayling, chub,
dace and roach in the river.

Much of the land along the rivers margins is designated as a SSSI (Site of Special Scientific
Interest). These marshy water meadows not only provide habitat for the water vole and
hunting grounds for the barn owl, but they also have a rich flora that includes early marsh
orchids, twayblade orchids, common spotted orchids, bog bean, flea bane and a host of other
plant species. Much conservation work is being done in these areas. The Yorkshire Wildlife
Trust has recently bought extensive areas below Wansford, whilst upstream at Mulberry Whin
local farmers have devoted large areas along the river to wild life and have created a wide belt
either side of the river where there is no arable farming so that chemical
inputs such as fertilisers and pesticides do not enter the river habitat.

The beck can be easily viewed at both Wansford and Nafferton with
public footpaths allowing easy access. In Driffield the beck flows past the
Bell Mills Garden Centre and with patience, brown trout can be seen in
the clear waters from the garden centre car park.
