EcoChurch - EcoTip for June
Could you do something to help the local bees and other pollinators? Try to grow diverse and native plants, in your garden, ideally with a long flowering season. Things like lavender and ivy are good options. Bees need to drink, so put fresh water in a small bowl, or bird bath, with pebbles or twigs to stop them from drowning. Be a little less tidy in your garden. Avoid all pesticides, try to rely on non-chemical controls. Pray that our pollinator populations will increase.
